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School Uniform Policy 

1. Introduction 

At Meadowdale Primary School, we believe that a consistent school uniform 

promotes a sense of pride, belonging and equality. This policy outlines the 

expectations for school uniform and P.E. kit for all pupils. 

The school colour is bottle green. Branded items are available but not 

compulsory, provided children wear uniform in the correct school colours. 

2. Branded Uniform Options 

Branded uniform items can be purchased from the following suppliers: 

• One Stop School Gear 

• My Clothing (formerly Tesco) 

• Uniform Direct 

Available items include polo shirts, sweatshirts, cardigans, waterproof jackets, P.E. 

bags, P.E. T-shirts and tracksuit tops, as well as seasonal accessories such as 

winter hats and baseball caps. 

The Meadowdale School Association (MSA) holds regular pre-loved uniform sales 

in exchange for donations to their funds. Pre-loved uniform can be requested at 

any time by contacting the MSA. 

3. School Uniform Expectations 

3.1 Winter Uniform 

• Tops: White shirt or blouse, or white/bottle green polo shirt 

• Bottoms: Grey skirt, pinafore dress or trousers 

• Layering: Bottle green sweatshirt, zip-up fleece, cardigan or jumper 

• Footwear: Black flat-heeled shoes (no trainers or boots) 

• Socks/Tights: Black, grey or white 

3.2 Summer Uniform 

• Dresses: Green/white checked dress or grey pinafore dress 

• Tops: White shirt or blouse, or white/bottle green polo shirt 

• Bottoms: Grey skirt, trousers or shorts 

• Layering: Bottle green sweatshirt, zip-up fleece, cardigan or jumper 

• Footwear: Black shoes (not trainers or sandals) 

• Socks/Tights: Black, grey or white 
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4. Accessories and Hair 

• Jewelry is not advised for safety reasons. 

• All jewelry must be removed or covered during P.E. lessons. 

• Long hair should be always tied back for safety. 

5. P.E. Kit Requirements 

5.1 General Guidance 

• All children need a P.E. bag containing indoor and outdoor kit. 

• Kit may remain in school for half a term unless it requires washing. 

5.2 Indoor P.E. Kit 

• Bottle green or white T-shirt 

• Black shorts (above the knee) 

• Plimsolls or indoor trainers 

5.3 Outdoor P.E. Kit 

• Black, navy or grey tracksuit trousers 

• Warm hoodie/fleece 

• Bottle green or white T-shirt 

• Outdoor trainers 

6. Additional Items Required 

• Named, reusable water bottle 

• Book bag 

• Waterproof coat for playtimes and lunchtimes 

• Foundation Stage children require wellingtons 

7. Monitoring and Review
